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Family Brass Trio at Library

Music is in the blood of the Hausman family. Mark Hausman's great grandfather, Gregor
Fleitman, led an orchestra in Russia during the last days before the communist revolution in 1917. His
father was a pianist whose band played all over the country and his mother was a singer with the band.
Mark Hausman started playing the trumpet in his father's band when he was 14. The band played in the
resort hotels in the Catskill mountains of New York. Eventually, Hausman completed studies at the
Hartt School of Music and played with the Hartford Symphony for 12 years.

Now Hausman's two sons, Sam and Josh, have entered the family musical tradition and joined
their father in the “The Trio Fleitmana”. Mark plays the euphonium, Sam the trombone and Josh the
French horn. Sam Hausman is a student at Plainville High School and a part time employee of the
library. His brother Josh is a student at Planville Middle School. Their brass trio has been playing for
about a year.

Hausman wanted to trio to perform at the library because of the special acoustical conditions in
the old 1931 reading room. “The barrel vault ceiling creates a slight delay in sound transmission” said
Hausman. “It's like a echo that adds color to the sound of the instruments.” The oak wood moldings
and the ceiling is very “old world”. “It is a marvelous place for a concert both visually and

acoustically.” he added.



The concert will include works spanning 700 years of western music from 1500's Italy to
modern day America. It will include Renaissance pieces by Heinrich Isaac, Mozart, Beethoven,
Francis Poulenc who wrote the first actual brass trio music in the 1920's and Arthur Frackenpohl who
wrote a piece in 1968.

The free concert will be held at 7:00 p.m at the Plainville Public Library on Friday, October 2.
It is sponsored by the Friends of the Library who will provide refreshments at intermission. The setting

will make the instruments sound “like a velvet fog sweeping over the audience.” commented Hausman.
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
